¢ C terminus. RAMPs are required to transport calcitonin-receptor-li
ke receptor (CRLR) to the plasma membrane. CRLR, a receptor with
seven transmembrane domains, can function as either a calcitonin-
gene-related peptide (CGRP) receptor or an adrenomedullin recept
or, depending on which members of the RAMP family are expresse
d. In the presence of this (RAMP1) protein, CRLR functions as a C
GRP receptor. The RAMP1 protein is involved in the terminal glyco
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sylation, maturation, and presentation of the CGRP receptor to the
cell surface.
