7924.2, AMZ2 is predominantly expressed in heart and testis. A
MZ2 is also expressed in kidney, liver, pancreas, lung, brain and
placenta, and in fetal tissues such as kidney, liver, lung and brai
n. AMZ2 participates in metal ion binding and functions as a zi
nc metalloprotease. AMZ2 is inhibited by both general metallop
rotease inhibitors o-phenanthroline and batimastat. Exhibiting a
minopeptidase activity, AMZ2 acts against Angiotensin in vitro,
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but does not hydrolyze either Neurogranin or Angiotensin.
