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lator of apoptosis and NF-kappaB activation, and is thought to funct
ion as a molecular scaffold for the assembly of a BCL10 signaling co
mplex that activates NF-kappaB. Several alternatively spliced transcrip
t variants have been observed, but their full-length nature is not cle

arly defined.
