he 5'-region of the RUNX1 (AML1) gene fused to the 3'-region of t
he CBFA2T1 (MTG8) gene. The chimeric protein is thought to associ
ate with the nuclear corepressor/histone deacetylase complex to blo
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ck hematopoietic differentiation. The protein encoded by this gene
binds to the AML1-MTG8 complex and may be important in promo
ting leukemogenesis. Several transcript variants are thought to exist
for this gene, but the full-length natures of only three have been d
escribed.
