the activity of interleukin 1 by inducing the expression and release
of this cytokine. This gene and three other genes form a cytokine
receptor gene cluster on chromosome 2q12. Alternative splicing re
sults in multiple transcript variants and protein isoforms. Alternativ
e splicing produces both membrane-bound and soluble proteins. A
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soluble protein is also produced by proteolytic cleavage.
