Integrins are heterodimers composed of noncovalently associate
d transmembrane a and b subunits. The 16 a and 8 b subunits
heterodimerize to produce more than 20 different receptors. Mo
st integrin receptors bind ligands that are components of the e
xtracellular matrix, including Fibronectin, Collagen and Vitronecti
n. Certain integrins can also bind to soluble ligands such as Fib
rinogen, or to counterreceptors on adjacent cells such as the in
tracellular adhesion molecules (ICAMs), leading to aggregation o
f cells. Ligands serve to cross-link or cluster integrins by bindin
g to adjacent integrin receptors; both receptor clustering and li
gand occupancy are necessary for the activation of integrin-med
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iated responses. In addition to mediating cell adhesion and cyto
skeletal organization, integrins function as signaling receptors.
