This protei
n possesses 3' to 5' exonuclease activity, which may con
tribute to its role in sensing and repairing DNA damage
. It forms a checkpoint protein complex with RAD1 and

HUSL. This complex is recruited by checkpoint protein R
AD17 to the sites of DNA damage, which is thought to

be important for triggering the checkpoint-signaling casc
ade. Alternatively spliced transcript variants encoding diff
erent isoforms have been found for this gene.
