Serine/threonine-protein kinase PLK1, also known as polo-
like kinase 1 (PLK-1) or serine/threonine-protein kinase 13
(STPK13), is an enzyme that in humans is encoded by the
PLK1 (polo-like kinase 1) gene. Plk protein accumulates in
the cell during the S and G2 phases of the cell cycle and
both protein content and catalytic activity peak at the on
set of mitosis, followed by a rapid reduction after mitosis.
Plk expression is detectable in mitotically active tissues su
ch as colon and placenta, as well as in tumors of various
origins. It has also been suggested that Plk may serve as
a marker of cell proliferation.
