phenobarbital. The enzyme is known to metabolize some
xenobiotics, such as the anti-cancer drugs cyclophospha

mide and ifosphamide. Transcript variants for this gene h
ave been described; however, it has not been resolved w
hether these transcripts are in fact produced by this gen
