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Background:

The protein encoded by this gene is a member of the E2F
family of transcription factors. The E2F family plays a cruci
al role in the control of cell cycle and action of tumor sup
pressor proteins and is also a target of the transforming p
roteins of small DNA tumor viruses. The E2F proteins cont
ain several evolutionarily conserved domains that are prese
nt in most members of the family. These domains include
a DNA binding domain, a dimerization domain which deter
mines interaction with the differentiation regulated transcri
ption factor proteins (DP), a transactivation domain enriche
d in acidic amino acids, and a tumor suppressor protein as
sociation domain which is embedded within the transactiva
tion domain. This protein is differentially phosphorylated a

nd is expressed in a wide variety of human tissues. It has

higher identity to E2F4 than to other family members. Bot
h this protein and E2F4 interact with tumor suppressor pro
teins p130 and pl07, but not with pRB. Alternative splicing
results in multiple variants encoding different isoforms.
